EXTRACT FROM THE REGULATIONS ON HOLDING COMPETITIONS
of the International Union of Professionals in the Sphere of Single Combats 

“KYOKUSHIN PROFI” 
1. GENERAL PROVISIONS
1.1.2.  The regulations on THE INTERNATIONAL UNION “KYOKUSHIN PROFI” shall be coordinated with the rules of the “Association of Kyokushinkai of Russia” (AKR), with the regulations of the “Unified All-Russian Sports Classification” (UASC), with the “Qualification Requirements to Kyokushinkai Sports Judges”, with the “Regulations on Sports Judges”, as well as with the “Competition Rules of the International Karate Organization” (CRO Kyokushinkai Kan).
1.1.3. In all cases the Regulations of THE INTERNATIONAL UNION “KYOKUSHIN PROFI” may be supplemented, which is stipulated in the Regulations on competitions in each specific case.
6. COMPETITIONS IN THE “KUMITE” DISCIPLINE
6.3. Weight categories
6.3.1. Competitions in the discipline of KYOKUSHIN PROFI are held both by weight categories and in the absolute weight category (i. e. sportsmen of any weights meet among themselves to determine the winner).
6.3.2. Standard weight categories for the age category of men (18 years and older):

- Light weight – up to 70 kg;

- Middle weight – up to 80 kg;

- Heavy weight – over 80 kg.
6.3.3. Standard weight categories for the age category of women (18 years and older):

- Light weight – up to 55 kg;

- Middle weight – up to 65 kg;

- Heavy weight – over 65 kg.
6.3.9. Unofficial sports events may be held in other weight categories.

6.3.10. The main judge is entitled to combine adjacent weight classes, if it is stipulated by the Regulations on competitions.
6.4. Duration of competitions and timekeeping of bouts

6.4.1. Duration of competitions

Competitions may be held in one day or in several days. Duration and the program of competitions shall be indicated in the Regulations on competitions.

6.4.2. Number of bouts and rest time between them.
Number of bouts held by a participant in the age group of men and women during one competitive day should not exceed six. Before each bout, participants must have a rest for at least 10 minutes.

6.4.3. Form of bout’s time control
Duration of bouts shall be determined by keeping control over the total duration of the bout together with the time when the Referee commands to make stops (so called the “dirty” time of the bout), but without including the time for medical and technical stops.

Each round shall be conducted without intermediary stops of the second meter. During the bout the second meter shall be stopped only by the command of the Referee and only in the following exceptional cases:

·  if it is necessary to put the uniform of participants straight;
·  if the participant loses an opportunity to continue the bout as a result of the opponent’s actions prohibited by the rules;

- if the participant loses an opportunity to continue the bout by the reasons not connected with contact with the opponent;

·  if uncommon situations occur (damage of tatami coverage, electrical power disconnection, accidents, accident resulting in injuries, etc.);

·  if it is necessary to call a meeting of the Judging panel (Fukushin shugo).
In all the above mentioned cases the bout renewal shall starts from the moment when the bout was stopped.

If the participant has received a minor injury, which does not let him somehow or other continue the bout immediately, the bout may be stops with tagging of the time passed from its beginning, and may be continued later, after the participant’s receiving the necessary medical assistance.
6.4.4. Bout’s regulations – fundamental principles

The bout shall consist of three rounds and one extra round which is appointed when it is draw by the result of weighing and tameshiwari.
The maximum time given to the sportsman to enter the tatami after being announced by the announcer-information provider is 2 minutes.

The maximum time of each medical stop or technical stop by the decision of the Referee or the Main judge is 5 minutes. If this time is exceeded, the bout shall be postponed or the decision about elimination of the sportsman shall be made.

In exceptional cases the Main judge has the right to announce an extra round. 

6.4.5. Bout’s regulations in kumite competitions without weight categories (absolute weight category), number of participants is no more than 8 people:
·  First time – 3 minutes.

·  Second time – 2 minutes.

·  Third time – 2 minutes.

Difference in weight: 
· up to 70 kg.  – 5 kg.
· up to 80 kg. –  5 kg. 
- over 80 kg. no less than 10 kg.
- Tameshiwari (shall be taken into consideration only if difference in weight is less than 10 kg).
- Extra time (shall be appointed if there is an equal number of broken
boards) – 2 minutes. 

After the end of the round, the judges must determine the winner.
6.4.6. Bout’s regulations in kumite competitions by weight categories for men (18 years and older) and women (18 years and older):

·  First time – 3 minutes.

·  Second time – 2 minutes.

·  Third time – 2 minutes.

·  Difference in weight – no less than 3 kg.

· Tameshiwari.
·  Extra time (shall be appointed if difference in weight is less than 3 kg) – 2 minutes.
After the end of the round, the judges must determine the winner.

6.6. Determination of the winner

6.6.1. The point system of judges’ votes scoring is used in KYOKUSHIN PROFI bouts.

Ippon (knockout) – clear victory

Awasete ippon (three knockdowns in one round) – clear victory

Waza-ari (knockdown) – from 3 to 5 points, it depends on number of the flags being lifted up by side judges and the referee’s decision.

Hantei (decision of judges from 1 to 5 points on completion of the round) – each voice of the side judge, including the referee, for one of the participants siro or aka, equals to one point.

Hikiwaki (draw) – 0 point.

Genten iti, ni (violation) – minus 1 point for each violation.

Genten san – disqualification.

6.6.2. Determination of the winner ahead of schedule

If the opponent of the participant does not show up or is late for the bout, the time of which is set by the time regulations, then in this case the victory shall be awarded to the participant before the beginning of the bout.
The winner shall be determined before the appointed time in the following cases:

- receiving “ippon” grade;

- opponent’s disqualification;

- refusal of the opponent to continue the bout; 

- elimination of the opponent by the Main doctor of competitions (because of injuries received, etc.);

- elimination of the opponent by the decision of the Main judge by other reasons (the result of appeal proceedings, etc.).
